London’s Air Ambulance is a charity with its operational base at the top of The Royal London Hospital.  During 2018 its advanced trauma doctors and paramedics treated 1,656 patients. 

Each of our Groups will be taken from the lobby of the hospital up to the 17th floor for a tour of the helipad and the operational base and will possibly be able to look in on a training scenario for trauma doctors and paramedics.  Provided that the helicopter is online and available, we shall be able to have a look around it, enjoy the magnificent views, and take lots of photos.  If we are lucky, we may also meet the falconer who visits periodically to frighten away gulls and other birds.  While one Group is visiting the helipad, the other Group will have the opportunity to visit the Hospital’s Museum.

Tables for lunch have been reserved at 1.00 pm at the nearby pub and micro-brewery, “White Hart Brew Pub”, which serves a Breakfast Menu until 3 pm as well as Bar Snacks and traditional “Pub Grub”.  In addition to the beers brewed on the premises, the usual selection of wines and soft drinks will also be on offer.
