The EfW plant processes up to 450,000 tonnes of rubbish per year and generates sufficient electricity to power the whole of Slough (56,000 homes), as well as exporting waste heat to neighbouring facilities.  It diverts 100% of waste from landfill, while producing very low, stringently controlled gaseous emissions.  Any ferrous and non-ferrous metals are extracted from the inert Incinerator Bottom Ash which can be used as a substitute for natural aggregate in the construction industry. 

The MRF plant is designed to sort mixed recyclable materials automatically into paper, card and cardboard, steel and aluminium cans, several different kinds of plastics, Tetra-Pak® cartons, and glass (all colours).

Upon arrival coffee and tea will be served, followed by an introductory talk about the plant and the processes used.  We shall then be issued with hard hats and high-viz jackets.  While half of us visit the EfW plant in two groups, the other half will go round the MRF also in two groups.  After a sandwich lunch back at the Lakeside Education Centre, each half will visit the other plant.  Tea and cakes will be available after the visits.

Please note that visitors are instructed to wear long sleeved shirts, long trousers (hence no skirts for ladies or kilts for men), and sturdy shoes.  Since the plants have a lot of steel mesh flooring ladies should not wear high heels and nobody should wear open-toed shoes!

The plant operators do not make a charge for the tour but instead request that a donation of £25.00 to a local charity is made on behalf of each participant.

From the Lakeside Education Centre to each plant is a walk of several hundred yards.  There is a lift to reach the top floor of the EfW plant.  At the MRF plant there are several flights of stairs to be climbed.

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VISIT TO LAKESIDE EfW FACILITY AND GRUNDON MRF FACILITY
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By Road from M25 Junction 15 and M4 Junction 5: 
Exit the M25 at Junction 15 onto the M4 westbound. Exit the M4 at Junction 5 (Langley).  At the roundabout take the A4 (East) towards Heathrow, Staines and London.  At the traffic lights (about 200 yards from roundabout) move into the middle lane and go straight ahead.  After approx. one mile you will come to a set of traffic lights opposite a BP service station.  Turn left here onto Lakeside Road.  Continue along Lakeside Road, the Education Centre is signposted on the left.

For the Energy from Waste Facility: 
Follow Lakeside Road around to the right for approximately 250 

yards and enter via Gate C.

For the Education Centre: 
Continue along Lakeside Road, it is signposted on the left past Gate C.

By public transport: 
From Heathrow Terminal 5 take a 7 bus from Stand 8 towards Slough Bus Station.  It is recommended that you catch a bus from Heathrow Terminal 5 no later than 10.23 am or Heathrow Central Bus Station at 10.09 am.
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Alight at the Lakeside Road stop on Colnbrook By-Pass.  Walk back about 300 yards past the BP petrol station to the traffic lights and cross into Lakeside Road, taking care of the lorry traffic.  Follow this past Gate C to the signpost to the Education Centre, cross and go through the gate and along the rough track to the car park, and then across the bridge to the Lakeside Education Centre.
