The morning visit will include a guided tour of the printing workshop where the St Bride Foundation displays many of the physical objects of printing and type-founding, including presses, punches, matrices and type-casting equipment.  We will also visit the library which holds one of the world’s most significant collections of books about printing, typography, paper-making and graphic design and be shown some of the most important items in its collection, which includes original artwork for Eric Gill’s eponymous sanserif, scale models for Jock Kinneir and Margaret Calvert’s UK road signs, a substantial fragment of Caxton’s Consolation of Philosophy, and William Morris’s Kelmscott Chaucer.

After lunch at nearby “Humble Grape” we shall adjourn to City of London Gin Distillery where we shall split into two groups for a guided tour of the distillery to discover the history of gin in London and learn about gin making techniques, followed by a 3-flight gin tasting.  Since each such tour is limited to 16 people those waiting for the second session may care to continue to chat in “Humble Grape”, to relax in the Distillery’s bar, or to explore the adjacent St Bride’s Church and the interesting exhibition in its crypt.
