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The Royal Hospital Chelsea was founded by King Charles II in 1681 as a home for veteran soldiers under a Royal Warrant authorising its building to care for those 'broken by age or war'.  The architect was Sir Christopher Wren.  Prior to its foundation the State had made no specific provision for old and injured soldiers who had to rely on the care for the poor and sick provided by the religious foundations.  Most of this provision ended following the dissolution of the monasteries during the reign of King Henry VIII.  The first Chelsea Pensioners were admitted in February 1692 and by the end of March the full complement of 476 were in residence.

The Royal Hospital Chelsea occupies a site extending to 66 acres.  Although we shall not be covering all of this area, we shall be given a 90 minute tour of the Hospital led by one of its 300 resident scarlet-coated Chelsea Pensioners.  We shall see, in particular, The Great Hall, the Chapel and Figure Court.  Afterwards there will be an opportunity to visit the Museum and Gift Shop.  

We shall then adjourn a short distance to the café of the National Army Museum (next door to the Royal Hospital) for a cream tea.
